PRO-FORGE experience with Sikorsky

Abstract:

PRO-FORGE

This presentation explores the implementation of
the PRO-FORGE process at an aerospace
company, Sikorsky Aircraft. PRO-FORGE is a
process to improve the design and acquisition of
forgings. Sponsored by the Defense Logistics
Agency, it is focused on reducing the excessive
lead-times that plague the forging industry.  This
project resulted in an anticipated savings of $110M
for the UH-60M Blackhawk Helicopter.

Jon D. Tirpak, FASM, is engineering director,
executive director, program manager, and principal
investigator at Advanced Technology Institute (ATI).
Prior to his 10 years at ATI, he was the net —shape
program manager for the corporate technology
laboratory at Aeroquip Corp. (1993-96) and
program manager at Universal Technology Corp.
(1989-93). He served with the U.S. Air Force from
1982-88, and for two years was a program manager
for the USAF Ballistic Missile Office.
