Abstract:

The high power density achievable by
modern lasers produces localized thermal
and bond-breaking effects in many
materials. As a result, lasers can be used
for a variety of material processing
applications, including laser welding. In this
presentation, we will illustrate the basics of
how lasers work, show how the selection of
laser output parameters and beam delivery
components affect the process results, and
present examples of laser welding
applications from Medical, Electronic,
automotive, and sensors industries.
