Products Liability 
 

Robert Knaier 
 
Mr. Robert Knaier will present an overview of the 
law of products liability .  He will discuss the ways 
that products can be found "defective," who can be 
found liable for harm caused by such defects, what 
must be shown for a finding of liability, what can be 
done in advance to prevent defects, and what sort 
of defenses are available after the fact. 
 
Robert G. Knaier is an associate with the San Diego 
office of Latham & Watkins LLP.  He practices in the 
firm’s Litigation Department, is a member of the 
Mass Torts & Products Liability practice group, and 
has significant experience in mass-tort litigation, 
environmental litigation, commercial litigation, and 
appellate practice.

Watkins, Mr. Knaier clerked for the Honorable 
Richard C. Wesley of the United States Court of 
Appeals for the Second Circuit.  He received his 
B.A., summa cum laude, from the University of 
California, San Diego and his J.D., magna cum 
laude, from Cornell Law School.  While in law 
school, Mr. Knaier worked extensively with 
Professor James A. Henderson, Jr., Co-Reporter for 
the Restatement (Third) of Torts: Products Liability.  
Mr. Knaier has authored or co-authored several 
articles and chapters on various topics, including 
products liability and the admissibility of scientific 
evidence, in the Cornell Law Review; the American 
Bar Association's Scientific Evidence Review, 
Monograph 8: Admissibility and Use of Expert 
Evidence in the Courtroom; the Journal of the New 
York State Bar Association; Robert L. Haig's 
Business and Commercial Litigation in Federal 
Courts; the Association of Business Trial Lawyers'

Corporate Counsel's Focus on the San Diego 
Chapter.  Mr. Knaier was also an Associate Editor 
of the ABA's Scientific Evidence Review, 
Monograph 7: Current Issues at the Crossroads of 
Science, Technology, and the Law.
