Wright Brother 1902 
Glider Reproduction 

 
Michael Aten 

 
The 1902 glider was built by the Wrights to develop 
and validate their theories of aerodynamics and 
flight control. The successful performance of the 
glider encouraged the brothers to build and fly the 
1903 Flyer during the next year. Because of this, 
the 1902 glider is frequently called the “grandfather 
of all aircraft”. Our reproduction resides at the San 
Diego Air and Space Museum in Balboa Park and it 
can be seen hanging from the ceiling in the “Dawn 
of Flight” gallery. 
 
Mr. Michael Aten received his B.S. from California 
State University Long Beach (CSULB), and 
extension courses in thermoplastic engineering and 
processing at the University of California San 
Diego.  His experience includes two years as an 
adjunct instructor in engineering design at CSULB; 
two years drafting experience at Ford Aerospace in 
Newport Beach, California, working on Sidewinder 
missile control systems; three years at Imed 
Corporation, San Diego, California as a design 
engineer working on volumetric drug infusion pump 
design; and 20 years at Goodrich Aerostructures 
Group (Rohr, Incorporated) as a design engineer 
working on jet engine nacelle design, specifically 
nacelles (including thrust reversers) for the 
McDonnell-Douglas MD-11 and MD-95 (later the 
Boeing 717), Boeing 787 and Airbus A350, with 
increasing levels of responsibility in the design 
process.  He has been awarded 11 patents (both 
domestic and foreign) and authored two books- 
“The Eindecker E-III In Detail” and “Spad VII In 
Detail”, both engineering descriptions of early World 
War 1 aircraft, published in Germany by 
Querdenker Autorenunion. Editor of the upcoming 
book “A History of Rockwell Field” by Henry “Hap” 
Arnold (general of the Army Air Force in World War 
2), a history of the Army and Navy at North Island, 
San Diego, in the early 20th century, to be published 
by the San Diego Air and Space Museum.
