Summary:

Ceramics were the first “engineered” material twenty-
five thousand years ago and they have played a vital
role in human history and civilization since that first
clay pot was made. Today ceramics are an integral
part of our industrial society with broad applications
in construction, electronics, and industrial processing.
With new high strength ceramics there is growing
interest in using ceramics in structural roles in hot
sections of engines, as these strong ceramics offer
higher temperature capabilities than current metals.
The turbine engine community has a particularly
intense effort in developing high strength ceramics,
because of the promise of higher fuel efficiency, as
well as significant weight savings for aircraft turbines.
Steve Gonczy will discuss the history of ceramics,
the specific applications of ceramics in turbine and
internal combustion engines, the fundamentals of
ceramic mechanical properties, and the benefits and
challenges of inserting monolithic and composite
ceramics into engines.

Biography:

Steve Gonczy is a PhD scientist with over 30 years of
experience in materials research and development.
For the last 12 years he has been an independent
consultant in high temperature materials, working
with private industry and government agencies on
evaluating and developing ceramics and metals for a
broad range of applications. Prior to his consulting
career, he was a research scientist and group leader
at Allied Signal Research in Des Plaines. He is the
current chair for the ASTM C28 Advanced Ceramics
committee and the chair for the government-industry
Ceramic Composites Handbook task group. His
engineering degrees are from Marquette University
and Northwestern University. He has over 50 U.S.
patents and technical publications. He is an adjunct
professor in the Mechanical, Materials, a
Aerospace Department at lllinois Institute
Technology.
